· I will be sending more details about your rent payments in a few weeks.

Utilities

You must contact National Grid  website  or  800-642-4272 by May 16th to turn on your Gas and Electric for 6/1.   Contact Spectrum  www.spectrum.com  or 518-869-5500 for internet and/or cable TV 2+ weeks ahead of time.  DO NOT let Spectrum drill any holes to run cable – call me.
Move-in time

If you’re coming after June 1st please arrange your move-in day with me a day or three ahead so I can get you into the apartment..  
Avoid Damage Charges
Please read the avoiding damage sign before moving stuff in.  Don’t attach anything to the woodwork.  
Renters Insurance

I very strongly recommend renters insurance for all tenants.  Without it you have nothing in case of fire, water damage, theft, or someone suing you for getting injured at your apartment.

· Dish rack w/drainboard  (best-dish-rack )
· Spare light bulbs (60W soft white LED) 
· 3M Command removable hangers for hanging pictures and posters.
  (No nails, they break plaster walls. tacks and screws OK also)
· Outdoor trash cans (2).  Only the ones with a lifetime warranty will survive
· Area rugs for Living room and bedrooms help control dust & dirt.  Vacuum for rugs.

· Any rolling chairs must have a thin carpet or clear floor protector under them

· A $20 toolkit best-basic-home-toolkit or basic tools
Don’t Bring…
Candles (smoke damage charges), over the door mirrors or hooks (cause damage, I provide mirrors)
Furniture

Ask me if large furniture will fit, especially for 2nd floor apartments, some of the stairwells are tight.  Be careful not to damage walls and doors when moving in.
